
Hannah was first selected to compete for her school’s athletic team 
in 2006 in both sprint hurdles and relay disciplines. This first 
experience of competitive athletics inspired her to take the sport 
more seriously, leading to her joining a local athletics club.

In the winter of 2007/08 she was invited by UK Athletics to attend 
a series of hurdles schools for the elite hurdlers in her region. Here 
she met Britain’s Beijing Olympic 400m hurdles Bronze Medalist, 
Natasha Danvers-Smith who has subsequently agreed to be her 
mentor.  

Since then Hannah has steadily improved her UK National ranking 
and in 2010 she moved from under 17 to the under 20 age group. 
This necessitated an additional challenge in moving from 300m 
hurdles to 400m hurdles. Hannah’s main aims for the 2011 season 
are to final at the major U20 championships and to win a medal at 
the English Schools Championships this comming July.
